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In rural regions of the third-world where sanitary infrastructure is nearly nonexistent, these

urinals present the option of leapfrogging past systems that use up precious water, says Jack Sim,

an advocate of compost toilets. In 2002, he launched the World Toilet Organization, a nonprofit

group based in Singapore and committed to improving toilet facilities worldwide.
