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The former licensee of the Geylang Serai rojak stall who was involved in Singapore's worst mass

food poisoning case last year will not be allowed to apply for any hawker or food shop licence with

immediate effect. The National Environment Agency (NEA) said 70-year-old Sheik Allaudin Mohideen

will also not be allowed to register as a food handler. On Tuesday, May 11, Sheik Allaudin was

convicted of three charges and fined a maximum of S$9,000. He had admitted to failing to ensure

that the refrigerator tray and chopping board at his stall were kept clean on April 4 last year. He

also pleaded guilty to selling Indian rojak which was not fit for human consumption that day. �
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
