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on a toilet brush and a rinse in clean
flushing water.

For an environmentally-iriendly
alternative to bleach, try a mixture of
lemon juice, white vinegar and a cup
of borax.

Besides smelling great, lemon juice is
wonderful for removing stains and
inhibiting mould.

Wipe down tiled and glass surfaces with
a squeegee every other day to prevent the
buildup of soap scum (which is really hard
to get rid of once it dries to a crust).

H To get rid of smells
Garlicky fingers? Rub a stainless steel
spoon while washing your hands.

If the smell of fried fish lingers in the
kitchen, leave a bowl of vinegar overnight
next to your cooker.

For stinky shoes, sprinkle some baking
soda onto the soles.

The same goes for stinky dustbins.
Place some baking soda at the bottom of
each garbage bag to absorb the odours.

H Hot water works wonders

With the right tools and a little hard work,
plain hot water can get rid of most scruff
marks and dirt stains.

You can add a few drops of eucalyptus
or tea tree oil to the water as these oils are
natural disinfectants and will also make
your home smell nice.

You can even use these oils on their
own to remove any sticky residue on
surfaces, but be careful when trying it out
on certain plastics.

Using the right tools also means you
can reduce the amount of water you need
to use.

Professional cleaning companies
recommend using a micro-fibre cloth that
can pick up fine lint but won’t scratch
surfaces.
